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SOME PROBLEMS RELEVANT TO MINEROGENETIC
CYCLE AND CYCLIC MINEROGENESIS

Abstiract

The fundamental problems concerning the minerogenetic cycle and the cyclic minerogen-
esis have ever been discussed in the serial papers of the author in recent years. With a pur-
pose of making the standpoint and recognition more clear and better understood, here repre-
sented are the further discussions and suplemenis., and their emphases are put on the concep-
tions of the minerogenetic cycle, the processes of the cyclic minerogenesis and the evolution
of the polycyclic minerogenesis. The concluding remarks now made may be tentatively drawn
as follows. ' )

First, cyclicity, as generally belived, is a basic character and regularity of the ceaseless
developmental crust, and the tectonic cycle is one of the most important expressional patterr.
which bears close relation with various aspects of geology . especially of minerogenesis.

Second. relating to and resulting from the tectonic movements. the minerogenetic pro-
cesses embrace not only magmatistn but also sedimentation and metamorphism, they were
generally in coexistence and developed with a characteristic of synchroneity and consistency
both in time and space.

Third, the polveyclic tectonic movements give rise to the polycyclic minerogenesis. and
the evolution of the polycyclic minerogenesis plays a very important role in the formation of
poly-phase . poly-gene . and poly-iype ore deposits, thus pay more attention to the historical
analysis of the whole minerogenetic process is & key method and also a main way to solve the
problems issuing from the genesis of some complex mineral deposits.

Fourth, historical minerogenesis may not be simply equal tc; the cyelic minerogenesis, for
the former only shows the outward appearence, while the later can solve the problems of

essence. It is the main reason why the author prefers to “cyclic minerogenesis
“historical minerogenesis” (B. 1. Cuupron, 1982} . and so a new proposal for “cyclo-mineroge-
ny” was tentatively put forward in the light of development of tecrogenetic cycles (the au-
thor, 1987).
